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About Fax Machines

If you’re a first-time MFC user, fax operation might seem a little mysterious. 
Soon, you’ll recognize the unusual fax tones on your phone line, and be able to 
send and receive faxes easily. 

Custom Features

Do You Have Voice Mail on the Phone Line?

If you have Voice Mail on the phone line on which you will install your new 
MFC, there is a strong possibility that Voice Mail and the MFC will conflict 
with each other while receiving incoming calls.

Why Should There Be Trouble?

Since both MFCs and Voice Mail will pick up the line at the number of rings 
you have set, each of them has the ability to keep the other from receiving calls. 
For example, if your Voice Mail is set to answer after two rings and your MFC 
is set to answer after four, your Voice Mail will keep your MFC from receiving 
faxes. If you set Voice Mail and the Brother MFC to answer at the same number 
of rings, there is no way of knowing which one will answer first. It is important 
to remember that neither Voice Mail nor the MFC can pass the call back to the 
other after the call has been answered.

How Can You Avoid Possible Problems?

A very good way to avoid problems like the one mentioned previously is to get 
a second phone number on your present phone line. Many people with Voice 
Mail opt for this choice, which is called “Distinctive Ring”, and they are very 
satisfied with it. For details about this type of custom service, please see 
Distinctive Ring, page 5-7.

Another way to avoid possible problem is to replace your Voice Mail with an 
answering machine. Your Brother MFC is designed to work in tandem with an 
answering machine or TAD (telephone answering device). (See Connecting an 
External Telephone Answering Device (TAD), page 2-13.)

Fax Tones and Handshake
When someone is sending a fax, the MFC sends fax calling tones (CNG tones) 
— soft, intermittent beeps at 4-second intervals. You’ll hear them after you dial 
and press Black Fax Start; they continue for about 60 seconds after dialing. 
During that time, the sending machine must begin the “handshake” with the 
receiving machine. Each time you use automatic procedures to send a fax, you 
are sending CNG tones over the phone line. You’ll soon learn to listen for these 
soft beeps each time you answer a phone on your fax line, so you can know if 
you are receiving a fax message.
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The receiving fax responds with fax receiving tones—loud, chirping sounds. A 
receiving fax chirps for about 40 seconds over the phone line, and the LCD 
shows RECEIVING. If your MFC is set to the FAX mode, it will answer every 
call automatically with fax receiving tones. Even if the other party hangs up, 
your MFC continues to send the “chirps” for about 40 seconds, and the LCD 
continues to show RECEIVING. To cancel the receiving mode, press 
Stop/Exit.

The fax “handshake” is the time in which the sending machine’s CNG tones and 
the receiving machines “chirps” overlap. This must be for at least 2 to 4 seconds, 
so the machines can understand how each is sending and receiving the fax. The 
handshake cannot begin until the call is answered, and the CNG tones only last 
for about 60 seconds after the number is dialed. Therefore, it’s important for the 
receiving machine to answer the call in as few rings as possible.

ECM (Error Correction Mode)
The Error Correction Mode (ECM) is a way for the MFC to check the integrity 
of a fax transmission while it is in progress. ECM transmissions are possible 
only between machines that both have the ECM feature. If they do, you may 
send and receive fax messages that are continuously checked for their integrity.

Sufficient memory must be available in your MFC for this feature to work.

Note When you have an external telephone answering device (TAD) on your fax 
line, your  TAD will determine the number of rings before the call is answered. 
Pay special attention to the directions chapter for connecting a TAD to your 
MFC in Chapter 2, Assembly and Connections.

Place your MFC on a flat, stable surface, such as a desk. Select a place that is 
free of vibration and shocks. Locate the MFC near a telephone jack and a 
standard, grounded power outlet. Choose a location where the temperature 
remains between 50°F and 95°F (10°–35°C).

WARNING

� Use caution when installing or modifying telephone lines. Never touch telephone 
wires or terminals that are not insulated unless the telephone line has been 
disconnected at the wall jack. Never install telephone wiring during a lightning storm. 
Never install a telephone jack in a wet location unless the jack is specifically designed 
for a wet location.

� Lightning and power surges can damage this product! We recommend that you use a 
quality surge protection device on the AC power line and on the telephone line, or 
unplug the lines during a lightning storm.

� DO NOT remove ink cartridges if you do not need to replace them.  If you do so, it 
may reduce the ink quantity and the MFC will not know the quantity of ink left in the 
cartridge.

Attempting to use refilled cartridges and using 
incompatible inks may cause damage to the print head in this machine and such 
damage will not be covered by warranty. Warranty coverage does not apply to 
problems caused by the use of 3rd party ink or 3rd party ink cartridges. Use only 
genuine Brother ink cartridges.

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Connecting the MFC

Connecting an External Telephone
Although your MFC does not have a handset, you can connect a separate 
telephone (or telephone answering device) directly to your MFC.

Connect the modular plug on the telephone’s line cord to the jack labeled EXT. 
on the left side of the MFC. 

Whenever this phone (or TAD) is in use, the LCD shows TELEPHONE.

Connecting an External Telephone Answering 
Device (TAD)

Sequence

You may choose to connect an answering system. However, when you have an 
external TAD on the same telephone line as the MFC, the TAD answers all calls 
and the MFC “listens” for fax calling (CNG) tones. If it hears them, the MFC 
takes over the call and receives the fax. If it doesn’t hear CNG tones, the MFC 
lets the TAD continue playing your outgoing message so your caller can leave 
you a voice message.

The TAD must answer within five rings (the recommended setting is two rings). The 
MFC cannot hear CNG tones until the TAD has answered the call, and with five 
rings there are only 8 to 10 seconds of CNG tones left for the fax “handshake.” Make 
sure you carefully follow the instructions in this manual for recording your outgoing 
message. We do not recommend using the toll saver feature on your external 
answering machine if it exceeds five rings.

 

 

Note If INK EMPTY shows on the LCD after you install the ink cartridges, check 
to make sure the ink cartridges are installed correctly.

Note If you do not receive all your faxes, you must reset the setting on your external TAD 
to four rings.

If You Subscribe to your Telephone Company’s Distinctive Ring Service:
You may connect an external TAD to a separate wall jack only if you subscribe 
to your telephone company’s Distinctive Ring service, have registered the 
distinctive ring pattern on your MFC, use that number as a fax number and set 
your machine’s Receive mode to MANUAL. The recommended setting is 
three or four rings on the external TAD when you have the telephone 
company’s Distinctive Ring Service.

If You Do Not Subscribe to Distinctive Ring Service:
You must plug your TAD into the EXT. jack of your MFC. If your TAD is 
plugged into a wall jack, both your machine and the TAD will try to control the 
phone line. (See illustration, page 2-14.)
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Connections

The external TAD must be plugged into the back  side of the MFC, into the jack 
labeled EXT. Your MFC cannot work properly if you plug the TAD into a wall 
jack (unless you are using Distinctive Ring).

1 Plug the telephone line cord from the wall jack into the back side of the MFC, 
in the jack labeled LINE.

2 Plug the telephone line cord from your external TAD into the back side of the 
MFC, in the jack labeled EXT. (Make sure this cord is connected to the TAD at 
the TAD’s telephone line jack, and not its telephone set jack.)

3 Set your external TAD to four rings or less. (The MFC’s Ring Delay setting does 
not apply.)

4 Record the outgoing message on your external TAD.

5 Set the TAD to answer calls.

6 Set the Receive Mode to EXT. TEL/TAD. 
(See Choosing the Receive Mode, page 5-1)

Recording Outgoing Message (OGM)

Timing is important in recording this message. The message sets up the ways to 
handle both manual and automatic fax reception.

1 Record 5 seconds of silence at the beginning of your message. (This allows your 
MFC time to listen for the fax CNG tones of automatic transmissions before 
they stop.)

2 Limit your speaking to 20 seconds.

Do not connect a TAD elsewhere on the same phone line (unless you have 
the Distinctive Ring service).
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3 End your 20-second message by giving your Fax Receive Code for people 
sending manual faxes. For example:
“After the beep, leave a message or send a fax by pressing  51 and Start.”

Special Line Considerations

Roll Over Phone Lines

A roll over phone system is a group of two or more separate telephone lines that 
pass incoming calls to each other if they are busy. The calls are usually passed 
down or “rolled over” to the next available phone line in a preset order.

Your MFC can work in a roll over system as long as it is the last number in the 
sequence, so the call cannot roll away. Do not put the MFC on any of the other 
numbers; when the other lines are busy and a second fax call is received, the fax 
call would be transferred to a line that does not have a fax machine. Your MFC 
will work best on a dedicated line.

Two-Line Phone System

A two-line phone system is nothing more than two separate phone numbers on 
the same wall outlet. The two phone numbers can be on separate jacks (RJ11) 
or combined into one jack (RJ14). Your MFC must be plugged into an RJ11 
jack. RJ11 and RJ14 jacks may be equal in size and appearance and both may 
contain four wires (black, red, green, yellow). To test the type of jack, plug in a 
two-line phone and see if it can access both lines. If it can, you must separate the 
line for your MFC. (See Easy Receive, page 5-3.)

Note We recommend beginning your OGM with an initial 5-second silence because 
the MFC cannot hear fax tones over a resonant or loud voice. You may try 
omitting this pause, but if your MFC has trouble receiving, then you must 
rerecord the OGM to include it.
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Converting Telephone Wall Outlets

There are three ways to convert to an RJ11 jack. The first two ways may require 
assistance from the telephone company. You can change the wall outlets from 
one RJ14 jack to two RJ11 jacks. Or, you can have an RJ11 wall outlet installed 
and slave or jump one of the phone numbers to it.

The third way is the easiest: Buy a triplex adapter. You can plug a triplex adapter 
into an RJ14 outlet. It separates the wires into two separate RJ11 jacks (Line 1, 
Line 2) and a third RJ14 jack (Lines 1 and 2). If your MFC is on Line 1, plug 
the MFC into L1 of the triplex adapter. If your MFC is on Line 2, plug it into L2 
of the triple adapter.

Installing MFC, External Two-Line TAD and Two-Line Telephone

When you are installing an external two-line telephone answering device 
(TAD) and a two-line telephone, your MFC must be isolated on one line at both 
the wall jack and at the TAD. The most common connection is to put the MFC 
on Line 2, which is explained in the following steps. The back of the two-line 
TAD must have two telephone jacks: one labeled L1 or L1/L2, and the other 
labeled L2. You will need at least three telephone line cords, the one that came 
with your MFC and two for your external two-line TAD. You will need a fourth 
line cord if you add a two-line telephone.

1 Place the two-line TAD and the two-line telephone next to your MFC.

2 Plug one end of the telephone line cord for your MFC into the L2 jack of the 
triplex adapter. Plug the other end into the LINE jack on the left side of the 
MFC.

3 Plug one end of the first telephone line cord for your TAD into the L1 jack of 
the triplex adapter. Plug the other end into the L1 or L1/L2 jack of the two-line 
TAD.

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4 Plug one end of the second telephone line cord for your TAD into the L2 jack 
of the two-line TAD. Plug the other end into the EXT. jack on the left side of 
the MFC.

You can keep two-line telephones on other wall outlets as always. There are two 
ways to add a two-line telephone to the MFC’s wall outlet. You can plug the 
telephone line cord from the two-line telephone into the L1+L2 jack of the 
triplex adapter. Or, you can plug the two-line telephone into the TEL jack of the 
two-line TAD.

Multi-Line Connections (PBX)
Most offices use a central telephone system. While it is often relatively simple 
to connect the machine to a key system or a PBX (Private Branch Exchange), 
we suggest that you contact the company that installed your telephone system 
and ask them to connect the MFC for you. It is advisable to have a separate line 
for the MFC. You can then leave the MFC in FAX mode to receive faxes any 
time of day or night.

If the MFC is to be connected to a multi-line system, ask your installer to 
connect the unit to the last line on the system. This prevents the unit from being 
activated each time a telephone call is received.

If You are Installing the MFC to Work with a PBX

1 It is not guaranteed that the unit will operate correctly under all circumstances 
with a PBX. Any cases of difficulty should be reported first to the company that 
handles your PBX.

2 If all incoming calls will be answered by a switchboard operator, it is 
recommended that the Receive Mode be set to MANUAL. All incoming calls 
should initially be regarded as telephone calls.

3 The MFC may be used with either pulse or tone dialing telephone service 
(For Canada only).

As with all fax units, this machine must be connected to a two wire system. If 
your line has more than two wires, proper connection of the MFC cannot be 
made.

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3 3On-Screen Programming

User-Friendly Programming
We have designed your MFC with on-screen programming using navigation 
keys. User-friendly programming helps you take full advantage of all the menu 
selections your MFC has to offer.
Since your programming is done on the LCD, we created step-by-step on-screen 
prompts to help you program your MFC. All you need to do is follow the 
prompts as they guide you through the menu selections and programming 
options. Additionally, you can program settings more quickly by pressing 
Menu/Set and the menu number using the dial pad.

Menu Selection Table
You can probably perform most of these programming operations without the 
Owner’s Manual. To help you understand the menu selections, and options that 
are found in the MFC programs, use the Menu Selection Table on page 3-3.

Alternating Displays
Sometimes, the LCD alternates between the active setting, and a help message 
giving brief instructions about how to proceed.  The display you’ll probably see 
most often is shown below. When you place an original in the ADF (Automatic 
Document Feeder), it appears to tell you that you can dial a number and send a 
fax, or you can make a copy.

Note You can program your MFC by pressing Menu/Set followed by the menu 
numbers. For example: to set FAX RESOLUTION to FINE, 

press Menu/Set, 2, 2, 2  and  to select FINE, and then press Menu/Set.or

Setting Paper Type

if you poll someone’s fax machine to receive a fax, you pay for the call.

Setting Up Polling Receive

Polling Receive is when you call another fax machine to receive a fax from it.

Your MFC supports the Distinctive Ring telephone service offered by some 
telephone companies.

Distinctive Ring
The term “Distinctive Ring” is used by Brother to identify a phone company 
service that is given many names, depending on the Telephone Company you are 
using. For example, this service may be called SmartRing, RingMaster, Teen-
Ring, Indent-a-Call or Indent-a-Ring.

What Does Your Telephone Company’s “Distinctive Ring” Do?

Your telephone company’s Distinctive Ring service allows more than one 
number on same phone line. If you need more than one phone number, it is 
an inexpensive alternative to paying for an additional line. Each phone 
number has its own distinctive ring pattern, so you will know which phone 
number is ringing. This is one way you can have a separate phone number for 
your MFC.

What Does Brother’s “Distinctive Ring” Do?

The Brother machine has a Distinctive Ring feature that allows you to use your 
MFC machine to take full advantage of the telephone company’s Distinctive 
Ring service. You can dedicate the new phone number on your line to receiving 
only faxes.

If you have Voice Mail, Call Waiting, Caller ID, Call Waiting/Caller ID, RingMaster, 
an answering service, or an alarm system custom feature on your telephone line, it 
may create a problem in the operation of your MFC. (See Custom Features on a 
Single Line, page 19-8.)
If you have Voice Mail on your phone line, please read the following carefully.

Note Please consult your telephone company for availability and rates.

Note You must purchase your telephone company’s Distinctive Ring service before 
you program the MFC to work with it.
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Do You Have Voice Mail?

If you have Voice Mail on the phone line on which you will install your new 
MFC, there is a strong possibility that Voice Mail and the MFC will conflict 
with each other while receiving incoming calls. However, this Distinctive Ring 
feature allows the use of more than one number on your line, so both Voice 
Mail and the MFC can coexist peacefully. If each one has a separate phone 
number, neither will interfere with the other’s work.

If you decide to get the Distinctive Ring Service from the telephone company, 
you will need to follow the directions below to “register” the new Distinctive 
Ring pattern they provided, so your fax machine can recognize its incoming 
calls.

Before You Choose the Ring Pattern to Register

You can register only one Distinctive Ring pattern with the MFC. Some ring 
patterns cannot be registered. Please refer to some popular ring pattern examples 
that will be provided from the phone company in the USA and Canada that are 
shown in the Brother compatibility table below.

� The MFC will answer only calls to its registered number.

� The first two rings are silent on the fax machine. This is because the fax must 
«listen» to the ring pattern (compare it to the pattern that was “registered”).

� If you program the MFC correctly, it will recognize the registered ring pattern 
of the “fax number” within 2 ring patterns and then automatically answer with 
a fax tone. When the “voice number” is called, the fax machine will not interrupt 
the call.

Note You can change or cancel the Distinctive Ring pattern at any time. You can 
switch it off temporarily, and later turn it back on. When you get a new fax 
number, make sure you reset this feature.

Note If the ring pattern the phone company provided cannot be registered by the fax, 
please check for other available ring pattern choices from the phone 
company.

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Very Important
If you have Voice Mail or a TAD (Telephone Answering Device) and want to 
keep one of your phone numbers dedicated only to fax calls, you must leave the 
MFC in MANUAL mode at all times while using the Distinctive Ring Feature. 
Here’s why: MANUAL mode will never pick up a call by itself, since it is 
«Neutral». When the MFC is in this «neutral» mode, the Distinctive Ring 
Feature can be activated. The Distinctive Ring feature is actually an answering 
mode. So, do not activate FAX ONLY mode while using Distinctive Ring; 
otherwise, the fax machine will answer calls for all the numbers.

Registering the Distinctive Ring Pattern

1 Set the MFC to MANUAL mode.

2 Press Menu/Set, 2, 0, 1.

3 Press  to select DISTINCTIVE:SET?, and then press Menu/Set.

4 Press  to select the prestored ring pattern you want to assign, and then press 

Menu/Set. (You will hear each pattern as you scoll through the four patterns.) 
Be sure to choose the pattern assigned by the telephone company.

Sending Faxes Using Multiple Settings

The ADF can hold up to 30 pages, feeding each one individually through the 
MFC. Use standard (20 lb/75g/m2) paper when using the ADF and always fan 
the pages well first.

� Make sure documents written with ink are completely dry.

� Originals to be faxed must be from 5.8 to 8.5 inches wide and 5.8 to 14 inches 
long.

If  you’re sending a fax manually and the line is busy, press Redial/Pause to 
try again.

If you’re sending a fax automatically and the line is busy, the MFC will 
automatically redial (up to three times at five minute intervals).

Dual Access (Not Available for Color Fax)
You can place an original in the ADF and set temporary settings, dial a number, 
and begin scanning the fax into memory—even when the MFC is receiving a 
fax, sending a fax, or printing a fax from memory. The LCD shows the new job 
number and available memory.

When you send a color fax, the MFC sends the fax without scanning the 
original into memory.

When you are sending a fax, the MFC will scan originals into memory before 
sending. Then, as soon as the phone line is free, the MFC will start dialing and 
sending the fax.

Sometimes you may want to send an important document immediately, without 
waiting for memory transmission. You can set REAL TIME TX to ON.

Changing Speed Dial Numbers

Access Codes and Credit Card Numbers
Sometimes you may want to choose from among several long distance carriers 
when you make a call.  Rates may vary depending upon the time and destination.  
To take advantage of low rates, you can store the access codes or long-distance 
carriers as Speed-Dial numbers. You can store these long dialing sequences by 
dividing them and setting them up on separate keys in any combination. You can 
even include manual dialing using the dial pad.  The combined number will be 
dialed in the order you entered it, as soon as you press Black Fax Start. 
(See Storing Speed Dial Numbers, page 7-1.)

You can store “555” on Speed Dial #03 and “7000” on Speed Dial #02.  If you 
press Search/Speed Dial, #, 0, 3, Search/Speed Dial, #, 0, 2, and Black 
Fax Start, you can dial “555-7000”.  To temporarily change a number, you can 
substitute part of the number with manual dialing using the dial pad.  For 
example, to change the number to 555-7001 you could press Search/Speed 
Dial, #, 03 and then press 7, 0, 0, 1 using the dialing pad.

When you dial using an auto dial number, the LCD shows the name you’ve 
stored, or if you haven’t stored a name, the fax number you’ve stored.

Note If you must wait for another dial tone at any point in the dialing sequence, store 
a pause at that point in the number by pressing Redial/Pause. Each key press 
adds a 3.5 second delay.

or
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Broadcasting (Not Available for Color Fax)
Broadcasting is automatically sending the same fax message to multiple fax 
numbers. Using the Menu/Set key, you can include Groups, Speed Dial 
locations plus up to 50 manually dialed numbers. If you did not use up any 
locations for Groups, access codes or credit card numbers, you can "broadcast" 
faxes automatically to up to 90 different locations from the MFC. However, 
available memory will vary with all types of jobs in memory and numbers of 
locations used for broadcasting.  If you broadcast to more than the maximum 
locations available, you will not be able to set up transmissions using Dual 
Access and the Timer.

Although the easiest way to broadcast is to press Group keys, you can include 
Speed Dial and manually dialed numbers in the same broadcast. You must press 
Menu/Set between each of these locations. Use Search/Speed Dial to help 
you choose the numbers easily. 
(See Setting Up Groups for Broadcasting, page 7-3.)

After the broadcast is finished, a Broadcast Report will be printed automatically 
to let you know the results.

� To stop the broadcast in progress, press Stop/Exit. The LCD asks if you want 
to cancel the location that is being sent.

� Enter the long dialing sequence numbers as you normally would, but keep in 
mind that each key counts as one location, so the number of locations you can 
call becomes limited.

� If the line is busy or for other reasons a connection could not be made while 
broadcasting, the MFC will redial the number automatically.

� If the memory is full, press Stop/Exit to abort the job or if more than one page 
has been scanned, press Black Fax Start to send the portion that is in the 
memory.

MFC Settings and Activity

Two reports require initial setup in the Menu table: Transmission Verification 
Report and Activity Report Interval. For initial setup:

Press Menu/Set, 2, 4, 1.

—OR—

Press Menu/Set, 2, 4, 2.

Customizing the Transmission Verification Report
You can use the Transmission Report as proof that you sent a fax. This report 
lists the time and date of transmission and whether the transmission was 
successful (OK). If you select ON or ON+IMAGE, the report will print for 
every fax you send.

If you typically send multiple faxes to the same destinations, you may need 
more than the job numbers to know which faxes you must send again. Selecting 
OFF+IMAGE will print a portion of the fax’s first page on the report to help 
you remember.

1 Press Menu/Set, 2, 4, 1.

2 Press  to select OFF, 

OFF+IMAGE, ON or ON+IMAGE, 
and then press Menu/Set.

Setting the Fax Activity Report Interval

1 Place the original face up in the ADF, or face down on the scanner glass.

2 As needed, use Options and Reduce/Enlarge to change the settings.

Making Multiple Copies (Using the ADF)
You can make multiple copies using the ADF. Multiple copies will be stacked or 
sort.

Brilliant High Quality Output—Printing at 2400 × 1200 dpi resolution on 
glossy paper gives you highest resolution output.

Beautiful Elaborate Output—You can utilize 2 in 1, watermark printing, 
True2Life technology and other features for making beautiful outputs.

Multi-purpose Sheet Feeder

The multi-purpose sheet feeder can feed plain paper, inkjet paper, glossy paper, 
transparencies and envelopes. When the MFC receives data from your 
computer, it begins the print process by loading paper from the multi-purpose 
sheet feeder. 

1 Select the print command from your PC.

2 Your PC sends a print command and data to the MFC. The LCD shows

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Simultaneous Printing and Faxing

Your MFC can print data from your computer while sending or receiving a fax, 
or while scanning information into the computer.

Quality/Color Tab

The Quality/Color tab screen provides Quality, Media type, Document type, 
Color/Mono settings, Bi-directional Printing settings and Fast Draft Mode. All 
of these selections are designed to offer the best quality output for your 
document needs.

Select the Apply button to apply your selected settings.
To return to the default settings, click the Default button, then click the Apply 
button.

Quality
The quality selection allows you to choose the print resolution you want your 
document. Print quality and speed are related. The higher the quality the longer 
it will take to print the document. The quality selections available vary 
depending on the media selection.

� Draft: The fastest print mode and the lowest ink consumption. Use this mode to 
print large volume documents or a document for proofing.

� Normal: Recommended for ordinary printouts.

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Media
To achieve the best print results, the media being printed on should be selected 
in the driver.

If the 
glossy paper you are using repels the black ink, select Glossy Paper (3 color), 
which simulates black ink by combining the three ink colors.
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Color Matching
You can select the color matching method manually. Select the best one for your 
document.

� Match Monitor
Suitable for photographic images. Color is adjusted to get the closest color 
match to the PC monitor.

� Vivid Color
Suitable for business graphics such as charts, graphs, and text. The color is 
adjusted to give more vivid color.

(For Windows® 95/98/98SE/Me user’s) (For Windows® 2000 Professional/
Windows NT ® 4.0 user’s)

Custom Setting
You can customize your settings by selecting the type of Halftone or Color 
Enhance/True2Life.

Halftone Pattern

The MFC can use several methods to arrange where to place dots to express 
halftones. There are some predefined patterns used to place dots and you can 
select which one is used for your document. Select the appropriate method. 

� Photo
This method creates smooth halftones so that this is suitable for photographic 
images. It takes more time to process data, but this can express more levels of 
halftones and creates more natural images.
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� Cluster
This is suitable for business graphics such as charts, graphs and drawings, since 
this creates more sharp printouts. Moreover, the processing time is shorter.

Color Enhance

Selecting Color Enhance/True2Life ON enables the True2Life feature. This 
feature analyzes your image to improve quality sharpness, white balance and 
color density. This process may take several minutes depending on the size of 
the image, the speed and RAM memory of your computer.

� Color Enhance/True2Life ON
Adjusts the color in the image for better print quality. Print time will be longer 
with True2Life set to ON.

� Sharpness
This setting enhances the detail of an image.  This is similar to adjusting the fine 
focus on a camera.  If the focus is off a little you will not be able to clearly see 
the fine details of an image.

� Color Density
This adjusts the total amount of color in the image. You can increase or decrease 
the amount of color in an image to improve a picture which may appear washed 
out or weak.

� White Balance
This adjusts the hue of the white sections of an image.  Lighting, camera settings 
and other influences will effect the appearance of white.  The white parts of a 
picture may appear to be slightly pink, yellow or some other color.  By using 
this adjustment you can correct this effect and bring the white sections back to 
pure white.

� Brightness
Change the brightness of the whole image lighter or darker. Moving the scroll 
bar to the left makes your image darker and moving the scroll bar to the right 
makes your image lighter. 

� Contrast
Change the contrast of an image. Darker sections will be more dark and lighter 
sections will be more light as you increase the contrast. Increase the contrast 
when you want an image to be clearer. Decrease the contrast when you want an 
image to be more subdued.

� Red 
Increase the intensity of the Red color to add red to the whole image. 

� Green 
Increase the intensity of the Green color to add green to the whole image. 

� Blue
Increase the intensity of the Blue color to add blue to the whole image.
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Color/Mono
This selection allows a color document to be printed in mono only.

Bi-Directional Printing
When Bi-Directional Printing is selected, the print head prints in both directions 
and offers faster print speeds. When not selected the print head prints in one 
direction only and provides higher print quality.

Fast Draft Mode
You can print much more quickly than mono draft mode, by using both black 
and cyan ink.

Advanced Tab

Select the Apply button to apply your selected settings.
To return to the default settings, click the Default button, then click the Apply button.

• Device Options
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Watermark
To place a logo or text into your document as a Watermark, use a bitmap file or 
text you created as your source file or select one of the preset Watermarks.

Print Watermark

The Print Watermark feature offers the following print choices:

In background

With the In background feature checked the Watermark will print on the page 
behind your document. If this feature is not checked then the Watermark will 
print on top of your document.

PaperPort® has a sophisticated, 
yet easy-to-use, filing system that will help you organize your graphics and text 
documents. It allows you to combine or “stack” documents of different formats 
for printing, faxing or filing. ScanSoft™ PaperPort® can be accessed through 
the ScanSoft™ PaperPort® program group.

The complete ScanSoft™ PaperPort® Owner’s Manual, including ScanSoft™

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Viewing Items
ScanSoft™ PaperPort® provides 
several ways to view items:  
Desktop View displays a 
thumbnail, a small graphic that 
represents each item in a Desktop 
or folder. Items in the selected

You can see PaperPort® 
items (MAX files) and non-

• 4800 × 4800 dpi (Black & white, Gray [Error Diffusion], True Gray and
24-bit color only)

• 9600 × 9600 dpi (Black & white, Gray [Error Diffusion], True Gray and

Scan Type:

Black & White:  Set the Scan Type to Black & White for text or line art. 

Gray Scale: For photographic images, set the Scan Type to Gray (Error 
Diffusion) or True Gray.  

Colors:  Choose either 256 Color, which scans up to 256 colors, 24-bit color 
which scans up to 16.8 million colors.  Although using 24-bit color creates an 
image with the most accurate colors, the image file will be approximately three 
times larger than a file created with 256 Color. 

Brightness:

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MFC Remote Setup

The MFC Remote Setup application allows you to quickly set up your MFC by 
taking advantage of the ease and speed of programming on your PC.

If you change 
the settings, you can upload them directly to the MFC.

OK

Saturation Matching—The relative saturation of colors is maintained from 
gamut to gamut. So basically the colors are shifted to the edge of the gamut to 
get the most saturated color possible. Rendering the image using this intent 
gives the strongest colors and is the best choice for bar graphs and pie charts, in 
which the actual color displayed is less important than its vividness.

Relative Colorimetric Matching—The colors that fall within the gamuts of both 
devices are left unchanged. Some colors in both images will be exactly the same, 
a useful outcome when colors must match quantitatively. What that means is 
that if the color is inside the gamut, it will stay the same color. However, if the 
color is outside the gamut, it will be mapped to the edge of the gamut. This intent 
is best suited for logos or “spot colors” where color must match.

Absolute Colorimetric Matching—A close appearance match may be achieved 
over most of the tonal range, but if the minimum density of the idealized image 
is different from that of the output image, the areas of the image that are left 
blank will be different. Colors that fall within the gamuts of both devices are left 
unchanged.

CHECK 
CARTRIDGE

An ink cartridge is not installed properly. Re-install the ink, seating it properly. See 
page 19-16. 

CHECK ORIGINAL Original was not inserted or fed properly, or 
document scanned from ADF was longer 
than about 40 inches (90cm).

See page 19-3.

CHECK PAPER 
SIZE

You paper is not correct size. Reload the correct paper, and then press 
Black Fax Start.

CHECK PAPER MFC is out of paper. Add paper, and then press Black Fax Start.

COMM. ERROR Poor phone line quality caused 
communication error.

MANUAL, FAX ONLY, or EXT. TEL/TAD). Check for dial tone. If 
possible, call your MFC to hear it answer. If there is still no answer, check 
the telephone line cord connection. If there is no ringing when you call your 
MFC, call your telephone company to check the line.

Sending Faxes

Poor Transmitting Quality Try changing your resolution to FINE or S.FINE. Make a copy to verify 
your MFC’s scanner operation.
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Transmission Verification Report 
says “Result:NG”

There is probably temporary noise or static on the line. Try sending the fax 
again. If you send a PC FAX message and get “Result:NG” on the 
Transmission Verification Report, your MFC may be out of memory. To 
gain extra memory, you can turn off Fax Storage (See page 8-2), print fax 
message in memory (See page 5-4) or cancel a delayed fax or polling job 
(See page 5-6). If the problem continues, call the telephone company to 
check your phone line.

Vertical Black Lines When Sending If the copy you made shows the same problem, your scanner is dirty 
(See Cleaning the Scanner, page 19-15).

Handling Incoming Calls

MFC “Hears” Voice as CNG Tone If your MFC is set to Easy Receive ON, it is more sensitive to sounds. Your 
MFC may mistakenly interpret certain voices or music on the line as a 
calling fax machine and respond with fax receiving tones. Deactivate the 
fax by pressing Stop/Exit. Try avoiding this problem by turning Easy 
Receive to OFF. (See Easy Receive, page 5-3.)

Transferring a Fax Call to the MFC If you answered at the MFC, press Black Fax Start and hang up 
immediately. If you answered at an extension phone, press your Fax 
Receive Code (default setting is 51). When your MFC answers, hang up.

Custom Features on a Single Line If you have Call Waiting, Caller ID, Call Waiting/Caller ID, Ring Master, 
Voice Mail, an alarm system or any other custom feature on a single phone 
line with your MFC, it may create a problem sending or receiving fax data.
For example: If you are sending or receiving a fax message while a custom 
feature signal comes through on the line, the signal can temporarily 
interrupt or disrupt the fax data. Brother’s ECM feature should help 
overcome this problem. This condition is related to the telephone system 
industry and is common to all devices that send and receive information on 
a single, shared line with custom features. If avoiding a slight interruption 
is crucial to your business, a separate line with no custom features is 
recommended.

Printer Difficulties

Cannot perform ‘2 in 1’ printing. Check that the paper size setting in the application and in the printer driver 
are the same.

Cannot print when using Paint Brush. Try setting the Display setting to ‘256 colors.’

Cannot print when using Adobe 
Illustrator.

Try to reduce the printing resolution.

Thick line and thin line appear 
alternately. (banding)

Turn OFF ‘Bi-Directional Printing’ from the ‘Quality/Color’ tab in the 
printer driver. 

There are some dense lines. Turn ON ‘Reverse Order’ from the ‘Paper’ tab in the printer driver.

When using ATM fonts, some 
characters are missing or some 
characters are printed in the same 
place.

Cleaning the Print Heads

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If you still see missing ink in this Print Quality Check Sheet, repeat the cleaning and 
test print procedures at least five times.  If ink is still missing after the fifth cleaning 
and test print, replace the ink cartridge for the clogged color. (Perhaps the ink cartridge 
was in your MFC over six months or the expiration date written on the cartridge 
package has passed. Or, the ink may not have been stored properly before use.)
