NEVER RELY TOTALLY ON YOUR SHOTGUN'S
MECHANICAL “SAFETY"” DEVICE.

Always assume that your gun can be fired at any time,
even with all safety J]]EC]]ELI‘liEmb engaged. The word

“safery” describes a gun’s mechanical devices that are
de ~'.|crned to place your gun in a SAFER seatus. No
guarantee can be made thac the gun will not fire even if
the “safery” is in the “on safe” position. See "Operation
of the Safery” later in this manual for instructions on
operation of this gun’s “safery.”

LIKE ANY MECHANICAL DEVICE, A "SAFETY" CAN
SOMETIMES FAIL; IT CAN BE JARRED OR INAD-
VERTENTLY MANIPULATED INTO AN UNSAFE
CONDITION.

Mechanical “safeties” merely aid safe gun handling and
are no excuse for pointing your shotgun’s muzzle in an
unsafe direction, While it is a good idea to “test” vour
shorgun's mechanical “safenes” periodically for proper

(LY

function, never test them while your firearm is loaded or
pointed in an unsafe direction, Safe gun handling docs
not stap with your gun’s mechanical “safety” devices —
it starts there. Always treat this shotgun with the respect
due a loaded, ready-to-fire firearm.

NEVER TEST THE MECHANISM OF ANY FIREARM
WHILE IT IS LOADED OR POINTED IN AN UNSAFE
DIRECTION.

WHENEVER YOU HANDLE A FIREARM, OR HAND
T TO SOMEONE, MAKE SURE IT IS COMPLETELY
UNLOADED.

Always open the action immediately, visually check the
chamber and remove the magazine. Always keep the -
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chamber empty and the “safety” in the “on safe” position
unless shooting is imminent.

DO NOT TRANSPORT ANY FIREARM LOADED.
KEEP ALL FIREARMS UNLOADED DURING
TRANSPORT, WHETHER STORED IN A GUN CASE,
SCABBARD OR OTHER CONTAINER.

HUNTING FROM ELEVATED SURFACES SUCH AS
TREE STANDS IS DANGEROUS.

Doing so may increase the risk of handling a firearm.
The foliowing rules should always be observed by you
and those you hunt with: Alrways make cerrain thar the
stand being uscd is safe and stable. Afways make certain
that your firearm is unloaded when it is being taken up
and down from the stand. Afways make certain thar your
firearm is not dropped from the stand, or dropped while
it is being taken up or down from the stand.

Remember,  loaded firearm may discharge when
dropped, even with the safety in the “on safc” position.

BEWARE OF BARREL OBSTRUCTIONS,

Do this for the safety of both vour gun and yourself,
Mud, snow, and an infinice variety of other ub ects may
inadvertentdly lodge in a barrel bore, It takes ﬂnh one
small obstruction to cause dangerously increased pres-

sures that can ruin (swell or rupture) the finest shotgun
barrels.

BEFORE CHECKING FOR A BARREL
OBSTRUCTION, BE CERTAIN YOUR FIREARM IS
FULLY UNLOADED.

Keep ammunicion away from
the cleaning location. Never test the mechanical function
of any firearm with live ammunition,

ALL MEMBERS OF YOUR FAMILY — ESPECIALLY
TO CHILDREN AND NONSHOOTERS.

Closely supervise newcomers to the shooting sports.

Nomenclature

[n conventional gun terminology the position and movement
of gun parts are described as they occur with the gun
horizontal and in normal firing position; i.e., the muzzle is

forward or front; the butt stock is rearward or rear; the trigger
is downward or underneath; the sights are upward or on top.
For general nomenclature refer to Figure 1.

General Description/Operation

The A-Bolt shotgun is a bolt action that operates by lifting
the bolt handle, drawing the bolt rearward and then sliding

the bolt forward and rotating the bolt downward unul it
stops. This process takes a shell from the magazine and loads
it into the chamber for firing. After firing, the bolt is opened
and the fired shell ejected. A new round can be chambered
by simply closing the bolt. This function is nearly identical to
the A-Bolr rifle and is equal to the rifle in its ease-of-operation
and secure action design. The A-Bolt shotgun has other fea-
tures that you should become familiar with and that will
improve your enjoyment and success:

* The A-Bolt shmgun’s short, 60° bolt throw lets you cycle
the action rapidly for quick follow-up shots. Because the bolt
does not swing up as high when open, there is ample scope
clearance. The bolt handle itself is human-engineered to fit
your hand naturally.

* The A-Bolt shotgun has a claw extractor and owo cartridge
grips evenly spaced on the bolr face to sustain a positive hold
on the cartridge up unul the spent shell is ejected. The

ejector design offers a level of control over the ejection of the

empty shell.

* A non-rotating bolt sleeve runs the entire length of the bolt
for smooth operation. The flat surface of the bolt can be

engraved with your name, contact our Consumer
Department for details at 1-800-333-3288,

* Other significant features include the convenient hinged
floorplate with detachable box magazine and thumb-operated
top tang safety. The distinctive smooth plane top of the
receiver provides a firm platform for scope mount placement.

Also, see “A-Bolt
Shotgun Barrel Types” later in this manual for shot and slug
loadings appropriate for your new A-Bolt shotgun’s barrel
configuration.

Magazine Capacity

The A-Bolt Shotgun utilizes a two shell, removable, box-type
magazine. It is possible to load to full capacity by loading a
round in the chamber and filling the magazine with two

rounds for a total capacity of three shells.

Make sure you have verified the capacity of your magazine
before using your A-Bolt Shotgun.

Initial Cleaning

The serial number can be found on the right hand side of the
receiver, in front of the bolt handle. Record your gun’s serial
number in the space at the front of this manual for future ref-

erence.

Ammunition

Your new A-Bolt Shotgun is designed to shoot and function
with 12 gauge 2 3/4" and 3" factory shells only. The gauge

and chamber length are inscribed on the righe side of the
barrel. See warning #8 earlier in this manual for additional

BEFORE THE FIRST FIRING, CLEAN THE ANTI-RUST
COMPOUND from the inside of the barrel and receiver with a
clean rag and light gun oil. Browning Oil is ideal for removing
this compound and for giving your new gun its first lubrica-
tion. However, any quality gun oil may be used. For an expla-
nation of cleaning procedures see “Care and Cleaning” later in
this manual.

NOTE: When cleaning your A-Bolt shotgun use extra care as
the cleaning rod and patch (or brush) is drawn past the cham-
ber and through the receiver. The cjector spring protrudes
slightly from the side of the receiver — it is very important
that you not strike it or bend it with your cleaning rod

(See F igure 2).
Operation of the safety

The safety is located on the top tang at the rear of the receiver.
When the safety is drawn with the thumb to the rear, the gun
is in the “on safe” position. This blocks the trigger and locks
the bolt in the closed position. In this position an “S” will
appear on the tang in front of the safety (See Figure 3).

WHENEVER A SHELL IS CHAMBERED, THE GUN
SHOULD BE KEPT IN THE “ON SAFE"” POSITION UNTIL
YOU ARE READY TO FIRE.

Inserting the Bolt

When the safety is pushed forward, the “S” will be covered
and a red dot on the stock will appear indicating that the gun
is in the “off safe” position and ready to fire (See Figure 4).
With the safety in the “on safe” position, it is possible to lift
the bolt handle upward, however, the bolt is locked and can-
not be drawn rearward.

DO NOT DEPEND ON THE RED COLOR ALONE TO
INDICATE YOUR GUN'S SAFETY STATUS.

Time, exposure to the elements, as well as the abrasive action
of cleaning agents can erase it.

INSERTING THE BOLT —

The A-Bolt shotgun comes packed in a foam-padded box
with the bolt removed from the shotgun. It is necessary to
insert the bolt into the receiver. To do this, first place the
safety in the “off safe” position. Align the forward end of the

bolt in the rear opening of the receiver. Be sure the cartridge

depressor is also aligned with the bottom bolt lug, the bot-

tom bolt lug has one large hole and one small hole.

(See Figure 5). Push the bolt completely forward and rotate
the handle down to lock it. It is not necessary to depress the
bolt stop (explained below) to insert the bolt.

RETURN THE THUMB-OPERATED SAFETY TO THE
“ON SAFE" POSITION.

Your A-Bolt Shotgun is now completely assembled and may
be operated normally.

REMOVING THE BOLT —

FIRST, CHECK TO MAKE CERTAIN THERE ARE NO
SHELLS IN THE CHAMBER OR MAGAZINE.

Press in on the forward end of the bolt stop and hold it in.
Draw the bolt to the rear completely removing it from the

shotgun. The bolt stop is the horizontal bar on the left side of
the receiver (See Figure 0).

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Cocking indicator

Below the bolt shroud and ahead of the safety is a serrated
cocking indicator. The indicator is painted red. When the
shotgun is cocked it may be readily felt with the thumb as
well as easily seen with a quick glance downward

(See Figure 7A). When the shotgun is fired, the cocking
indicator retracts into the bolt shroud and cannot be seen or
felt. (See Figure 7B.) The cocking indicator is used merely to
verify that the firing pin is cocked — never to determine the
loaded status or safety status of your shotgun.

Loading

The Browning A-Bolt shotgun utilizes a unique detachable
box magazine with a hinged floorplate. The magazine holds
two rounds.

LOADING WITH THE MAGAZINE ATTACHED TO
THE FLOORPLATE—

Hold the shotgun with the barrel angled down toward the
ground. The bolt may be in the open or closed position.

NOTE: IF THE BOLT IS IN CLOSED POSITION, BE SURE
THE SAFETY IS IN THE "ON SAFE" POSITION.

Hold the shotgun with either hand. Depress the magazine
latch in front of the trigger guard with the index finger of your
free hand and allow the hinged floorplate-magazine unit to
swing downward (See Figure 8).

Lay a round on top of the follower and press down with your
thumb uncil it is retained in the magazine (See Figure 9). Care
should be exercised in positioning each shell so that its base is
flush with the rear of the magazine so that it doesn’t cause
feeding problems or interfere with the closing of the magazine
floorplate.

Afrer loading the magazine, swing the floorplate upwards until
it is retained by the magazine latch. The bolt may be cycled ac

any time you wish to load the chamber. Slide the thumb safery
to the rear to PLACE THE LOADED SHOTGUN IN “ON

SAFE" STATUS. The magazine/floorplate unit may be
opened at any time to refill the magazine to

capacity.

LOADING WITH THE MAGAZINE WHEN DETACHED
FROM THE FLOORPLATE —

Place the shotgun’s safety in the “On Safe” position. Be sure
the muzzle is pointed in a safe direction.

With the magazine-floorplate unit open, the magazine may
be detached by merely pulling it away from the hinged floor-
plate. Grasp the sides of the magazine, toward the front, then
pull the magazine away from the floorplate (See Figure 10).

The shotgun may be supported in its barrel down position
during this pmcedurf: with the opposite hand at the forearm.

Once the magazine has been detached, it may be reloaded as
described under “Loading with the magazine atcached to the
floorplare.”

To reartach, insert the small lip on the rear face of the
magazine into the matching groove in the back end of the
floorplate (See Figure 11). Then snap the front of the
magazine firmly into place. Extra magazines may be carried
loaded for rapid replacement of an empty magazine, using
this same procedure. Afier loading the magazine, swing the
magazine/floorplate unit up into place unul it is retained by
the magazine latch.

CONVENTIONAL LOADING PROCEDURE—
The A-Bolt shotgun may also be loaded like most other bolt

actions. Shells are inserted down into the magazine through
the ejection port. Place a cartridge on top of the follower and
push it down into the magazine until it snaps in. Afrer filling
the magazine to capacity, a cartridge can be placed in the
chamber by simply working the action.

LOADING TO FULL CAPACITY —

If you wish to load a round into the chamber after loading
the magazine, draw the bolt rearward to the fully rearward
position. Then close the bolt chambering a round. PLACE
THE SAFETY IN THE “ON SAFE" POSITION. Lower the
floorplate and refill the magazine to capacity as previously
described. The magazine-floorplate may be opened at any
time for reloading,

If you are loading through the ejection port, as explained
under “Conventional Loading Procedure,” you can load to

full capacity by first filling the magazine to capacity, then
manually thumbing a round into the chamber, and pushing
the cartridges in the magazine down while closing the bolt.

IMMEDIATELY PLACE THE SAFETY IN THE “ON SAFE™
POSITION.

WHENEVER LOADING OR UNLOADING, ALWAYS
KEEP YOUR FINGER AWAY FROM THE TRIGGER.

the magazine floorplate to its open position. Move the safety
to “off safe” and draw the bolt to its rear or open position.

You should clean your A-Bole shotgun whenever it becomes

excessively dirty. The barrel should be cleaned and the action
wiped clean and oiled after every day {:rqhm‘rtmg The correct

procedure for cleaning your A- Bolt t;hntgun is as follows:

Again, use cantion to not bend the ejector spring
inside the receiver (refer to figure 2).

Inspect the chamber and bore for powder fouling. A nor-
mal amount of powder residue can be expected and is
not serious. [t can usually be removed by repeating step
number three using a patch saturated with nitro solvent.
If or when fouling should become heavy, it can be
removed with a brass bore brush, Dip or spray the brush
with nitro solvent and scrub the chamber and bore until
the fouling is removed. To prevent brass bristles from

breaking off, the brush should be pushed completely

through the bore before being withdrawn.

After fouling has been removed, the bore should be
wiped dry. Then pass a slightly oiled patch dhrough the
bore, for preservation. A fine, light gun ol like Browning
o1l Is recommended.

The interior of the receiver and the bole should periodi-
cally be wiped oft with a clean rag, Remove the bolt
uccaammﬂv and wipe clean. Any dried oil in the receiver
arca should also be removed. Follow this cleaning with a
very light film of oil on working parts. Do not pour large
f[uanri::it:s of 0il into the action. An excess of oil will run
into the wood and cause it to soften or warp,

Wipe all exposed metal surfaces with an oiled cloth mak-
ing sure to wipe the shorgun clean of all finger marks.
Fingrer marks should be removed because they provide a
place where moisture can accumulate, Ordinary good
judgment will, of course, indicate that the metal of the
gun should receive a lighe film of oil any time the shot-
e has been exposed to weather or h&ndlmg
