How to Operate The Safety

# WARNING: Prior 18 Hring, become lamiliar with the
operation ol the falety by praclicing with the rifle
unloded.

The salalty mechanism is a Garand-lype steel
laver located in the forward seclion of the trigger
guard,

To put the rifle on SAFE, pullthe lever rearwards as
faras it will go. [twill Frm:ude into tha rigger guard
and the letter “5™ will be visible. (See AJ.

To move the safety fo the FIRE position, push if far-
ward as far as it will go. It will protrude in front of the
Irs‘?ger quard. and the lettar “F" will be visible, (See

Other Safety Features

1. Automatic *Lasi-Shot" Boll Hold-Open

This feature is activated when the elipis empty and
the last shot has been fired, or when the charging
handie is pulled back fully with an emply clip in
place. (Sea C)

Thie bolt will niot stslljv open aulomatically unless an
emply clip is locked in place.

To refease bolt from avigmatic hold-open position,
femove clip. pull charging handle fo the rear, and
release.

2. Manual Bolt Hold-Open Feature

In addition o the automatic “last-shot” boit hold-
open, which stops the baolt nearly all the way back,
the manual boll hold-open device allows you to
lack the boltin the fully open position at any time.

Remove the clip as shown in F, and empty all car-
Iriclges. Mext, clear the action by pulling the charg-
irgy handle all the way back and releasing it. Then
replace and lock the clip back in position. Pull the
charging handle all the way back, release it, and it
will [oek in the automatic “last-shot” hold-open
position. Finally, chack the chamber visually (o be
sure that no cartridges remain.

Sighting

Yaur rifla has basn sghted-in and test-fired at the
factory. Due to individueal shooting characteristics,
however, sighting should be rango verified.

1. Vertical Correctlon (elevation): To raise the
polnt of impact, raise the rear sight, by moving the
sight elevator rearward. To lower the point of
impact, lower the rear sight, by moving the sight
elevator forward.

2. Horizontal Correction (windage): To mave the
paint of impact to the left, tap the rear sight base to
{he laft, To move the point of impact to the right, tap
{he rear sight base to the right,

How to Clean your rifle

& WARMING: Never atiempl bo wips down or clesn &
lpaded gun. Follow instructions under “How fo
unbond" bafara elenning.

Toinsura propar functioning of tha riflo, you muwst
keep the action and magazine clean.

Disassembly for cleaning

With the gun empty and tha safety on SAFE,
remaove the clip magazine, Next, elose the action
as shiown in HA&L

Turn the gun upside down and loosan the front and
rizar take-down scraws until the stock can be sepa-
rated from the barreled achon (These screws do
not have to ba ramovad fram the stock.) (See J).

Separale stock and barraled aclion, MNexl, with
punch or nail, remove front and rear lake-down
mins. Note: singe the front pin has a head on ong
and, It st come aul onna side of 1ha racelver
wiiich has the serial number (See K). (Also bo sure
the haadad and of this pin is an the saral nomber
side when reassembling.)

Remove take-down pins.

Ramove triggar aroup and ball stop (which will fall
frez) from receiver (See L)

Rumove tngior growg o el stop.

Thaen, with torefinger, pull bolt lightly 1o the raar,
and lift the muzzle end of the breech balt from he
recaivar. 45 you begin to [ift the bolt out, the charg-
ing handlg will become free and can be removed
{Sea I'I."IL. The racoil spring and spring wida are
now within easy reach for removal (Sea N).

Further disassembly of the gun is notl recoms-
mended,

& WAFNING: If, al this stage ol disassembly, the clip is
inserted Into housing. and the krigger |5 palied, the
hammar spring ond strof will fy free, and could cause
persamal injury.

Clean the boll, receiver and trigger greup thor-
oughly using a toothbrush and commarcial gun
cleaner. Glean the bore with powder solvent and
brush, For slorage. wipe the bore with lightly oiled
pateh.

Exer sighf rearward pressura on feed ramp while
aligning tront pin hales.

With a nail ar punch, ling up halas In ball s1op with
hotes in front of receiver, and insert fronl lake-
down pin, with the flal-headed end on the serial
number side of the receiver.

(Important: insartion of this pin should not reguire
the use of a hammer.)

Replace stock and tighten lake-down screws. This
completes reassembly.

Storage

Avoid the use of oil during balow freezing condi-
lions. Condensation droplets may form soon after
the gun is brought into a warm room, or it may
become wel during inclement wealher. In any
case, all moisture should be removed, Exterior
metal linishes may be wiped down with a slightly
giled cloth. For long lerm storage, lightly il the
bore, barral and action with gun ail. Your gun
shauld be completely unloaded and stored in a dry
arga with the action open. Never stare your gun in
a carrying case.

Repair Instructions

Yaur fireanm has been designed, engineered and
manulactured in accordance with Marlin's rigid
qualily control standards. Howevar, any mechani-
cal device may occasionally require adjustment or
rapair, Questions regarding the pedormance and
serviceability of your firearm should be addressed
o our Gun Service Division, You should inelude
the Serial Mumber, Moedel Number and a full
description of the conditions and problems
involved,

Warranty Repairs

Our Warranty Enllny covers all our firearms against
dlefects in warkmanship or matenial for a period of
two years fram the date of purchase 1o the eriginal
owmner, See the inside front cover of this manual for
warranly delails, Guns requiring warranly repairs
should be relumed 1o the factory. Be sure to follow
the “Shipping and Handling” instructions on his
page.

Non-Warranty Repairs
Your local gunsmith may be able to repair your

gun. I not ship it to the factory, following the Ship-
ping and Handling instructions on this page.

Alter receiving your firearm, we will send you an
estimate of the repair cosl, Repairs will begin upon
receipt of your chack or money order, If repairs are
not possible, your gun will be retumed.

Shipping and Handling

YWhen sending your firgarm to the factory you mus
lollow these instructions:

1. Prior to mailing, be absolutely certain that the
chamber, action and magazine of yaur lirgarm
are not leaded {See “How to Unload" on p. 3)

2. Pack your gun carefully. Use ample cushioning
matanal and a sturdy outer cardbaard box, Do
nol ship in a special containar which you want
refurned,

3. Accessories such as scopes, sCope mounts,
aun case, quick detach type swivels, slin
straps and other special appointmeniz shoul
be remaved prior to returning the firearm,

4. Inside the box, include a sheet with the follow-
Ing information: model number, serial aumber,
description of damage or problem, and under
what cancitions dificully occurs.

=5 Ghﬂrlwnm your return address on the culside
of the box and on your inslruclion sheet,

6. Do not ship live ammunition under any circums
stances.
